NOTEWORTHY ACTIVITIES: 
 
One Officer attended a Threat Assessment and Threat Management class presented by the 
PSP Office of Homeland Security and the FBI. 
 
Officers attended an Active Shooter exercise in Chambersburg in June. One Officer suffered a 
heat related emergency. 
 
Officers were contacted by a MD Sheriff’s Office in June regarding a fugitive who was 
subsequently located and arrested. 
 
GPD was contacted by PSP Megan’s Unit regarding an absconded sex offender with ties to 
Greencastle. The subject was located and arrested. 
 
Body Cams are ordered and the paperwork for the grant reimbursement has been submitted. 
 
The license plate readers are ordered and in production. 
 
On 07/02/2022 the 2019 Ford F150 of GPD was struck by a motorcycle in a traffic related 
incident. GPD Officer sustained minor injuries. The operator of the motorcycle was seriously 
injured. This is an on-going PSP investigation.
